Masters of Disaster: Teaching Students Disaster Safety 
The Masters of Disaster curriculum helps teachers integrate important disaster safety information into their regular lesson 
plans for core subjects, such as language arts, math, science and social studies. Masters of Disaster supplements the lessons 
teachers are already teaching and at the same time provides students with information to help them prepare for disasters and 
stay safe during and after a disaster.

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DISASTER SERVICES TRAINING  
These classes are designed to prepare Red Cross disaster volunteers to assist victims of all types of disasters with Red 
Cross services. For more information about the class schedule or becoming a Red Cross Disaster Services volunteer, 
contact Joyce Cosby at the Southwestern Indiana Chapter. There are no fees for disaster training classes. 

 
Intro to Disaster Services 
This video-based course will introduce you to disasters, the community response, and the role of the Red Cross Disaster 
Services. You will also meet people who serve in time of disaster, including Red Cross paid and volunteer staff, and see 
how they work together to meet the needs of people affected by disasters. This is a prerequisite to all disaster 
classes. This is a home-study course and takes about 2 hours.

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DISASTER SERVICES TRAINING CONTINUED  
 
 
Ready, Set, Roll (ERV Training) 
The purpose of this course is to prepare Red Cross paid and volunteer staff to safely and effectively use an 
emergency response vehicle (ERV) and its equipment to meet feeding and other service needs of people affected by a 
disaster. This class is divided into 2 parts – Classroom setting and road test.  Participants must complete both parts of 
the course.  Prerequisites: Intro to Disaster, Mass Care Overview, Defensive Driving.

Logistics Overview 
This training provides basic information about the activities and processes of the Logistics function in support of an 
American Red Cross disaster relief operation. Participants will learn about the skills, abilities, and knowledge needed 
by Logistics workers.  Prerequisite: Intro to Disaster.  Dates:  Aug 19 & 20 – 5:30pm – 8:30pm

Logistics Simulation 
The purpose of this training is to prepare participants an opportunity to practice the knowledge and skills needed to 
run a successful logistical operation in their local chapter.  Prerequisites: Intro to Disaster, Logistics Overview.

This is a skills-based training course that provides the tools for creating inclusive relationships with colleagues and 
clients. It focuses on the conversational skills participants will need to be effective in working and serving diverse 
communities.

The purpose of this course is to prepare Red Cross and other agencies’ staff to understand the unique challenges in 
responding to a WMD/T incident. In addition, participants will learn about types of terrorism weapons, potential 
targets, and health issues related WMD/T events.

Armed Forces Emergency Training 
This course stresses the specific services the Red Cross is obligated to provide for members of the U.S. Armed 
Forces and their families.

This training teaches volunteers how to provide information about services available to those affected by disaster, 
provide information to the general public about disaster relief, how to serve as a liaison with all media, and provide 
general public affairs support during a relief operation.

Every 2 seconds someone in the United States needs blood. But only 5% of the eligible U.S. population donates 
blood in any given year. Blood is needed for emergencies and for people who have cancer, blood disorders, sickle 
cell, anemia and other illnesses.

Due to recent advances in medical treatment, the demand for platelets, one of the components of whole 
blood, is growing considerably. Platelets have a short shelf life resulting in a continuous need for platelet 
donors. Typically, FEWER THAN 1% OF OUR AREA’S RESIDENTS GIVE PLATELETS. 
 
Platelets aid in the clotting process to prevent or stop bleeding and are vital in helping patients undergoing 
cancer treatments and critical surgeries. Platelets are collected through an advanced collection method called 
APHERISIS. Unlike traditional whole blood donations, which need to be sent to the laboratory for separation 
and handling, this process separates your blood into its components as it is being drawn. This allows you to 
donate only the specific blood components that are needed for transfusion – in this case, platelets. A platelet 
donation provides the equivalent of 6 to 8 times the number of platelets collected from a whole blood 
donor. A smaller needle is used, and we’re only collecting the part of the blood that is needed, so the rest of 
your blood stays with you. You’re actually giving more by giving less!

How do I register and pay for a class? 
Registering is easy. Simply call or visit the Southwestern Indiana Red Cross chapter.  
Business hours are Monday through Friday, 8:30 am – 5:00 pm, excluding major holidays. If you prefer, complete 
and return the attached Registration Form with your check or credit card information via mail. Prepayment of course 
fee(s) is required, so be sure to have your credit card or other payment information ready when registering. 
 
Can I transfer or cancel a class? 
If you need to cancel a class, please let us know at least 24 hours in advance so we may fill your space. If you miss 
your class without prior notification, your fee is considered a donation to the Red Cross. Less than 24 hours notice 
will result in forfeiture of class fees. Please be sure to call during regular business hours Monday through Friday, 
8:30 am – 5:00 pm, excluding major holidays. After hours, leave a message with the answering service. There will be 
a $5.00 fee for class transfers. No shows will automatically result in forfeiture of class fees. 
 
Can I take a class if I have a medical condition or a special educational need? 
We will work with you to accommodate medical conditions or disabilities as much as possible, although certification 
requirements vary among classes. For more information, or to pre-arrange a class, call the Health and Safety 
department at (812) 471-7200 or e-mail: mmorrow@arcswin.org. 
 
How actively must I participate in class? 
You’ll learn more – and have more fun – by participating as much as possible. Most classes include videos, group 
discussions and skills practice that require you to participate in hands on activities. Since some of the skills practice 
takes place on the floor, please wear comfortable, non-restrictive clothing. To receive certification, you must attend 
all class sessions and pass both a skills and written test with a score of 80% or higher. 
 
What if I’m late to class? 
Since the core of most programs is taught at the beginning of class, you won’t want to miss a minute of class time. In 
order to maximize training time, session starting times are firm. Late arrivals are admitted at the discretion of the 
instructor, but tardiness may affect certification. If you arrive more than 15 minutes late or miss a scheduled class, 
you may not be allowed to participate. Participants may not take a portion of a class; everyone must arrive at 
beginning of the class.

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Can lost certificates be replaced? 
We can send you replacement certificates for any courses taught in Southwestern Indiana Chapter as long as your 
certification is still valid. Simply provide the course name, location and completion dates when making your request. A 
$5.00 processing fee will be assessed for each replacement certificate issued. 
 
Can I get sick using a manikin? 
CPR training with manikins is a safe and common practice. According to the Centers for Disease Control, there has never 
been a reported case of any infectious disease transmitted through the use of CPR manikins. The American Red Cross 
trains nearly 12 million people annually in lifesaving skills and follows widely accepted guidelines for cleaning and 
decontaminating training manikins to reduce the risk of disease transmission. To minimize your risk even further, you 
should practice good personal hygiene (i.e. frequent hand washing) and follow basic health precautions — especially if 
you have a condition that would increase the risk of exposure to infection for yourself or other participants. 
 
What if I have a respiratory ailment or other infection? 
If training cannot be postponed, you can call our office ahead of time and request your own manikin. Your manikin will 
not be used by anyone else until it has been cleaned according to the recommended end-of-class decontamination 
procedures. 
 
Please request your own manikin if you have: 
• An acute condition, such as a cold, sore throat or cuts and sores on your hands or around your mouth. 
• Tested positive for hepatitis B surface antigen (HBsAg), indicating you are currently infected with the hepatitis B virus. 
• A chronic infection indicated by long-term positive blood tests for HBsAg or a positive blood test for antibodies to HIV, 
   the virus that causes many severe infections including AIDS. 
• A condition that makes you unusually likely to get an infection. 
 
Anti-Discrimination Policy
